The Virginia Department for the Deaf and Hard of Hearing (VDDHH) is pleased to provide you this hearing aid packet at no charge. As you may know, due to limited resources, the Commonwealth of Virginia is not able to provide hearing aids or financial assistance for the purchase of hearing aids. However, the following pages contain links to various sources of information and financial assistance for hearing aids.
 
The VDDHH was established to assist individuals with hearing loss who reside in our state. As part of this mission, our agency offers a variety of technology and outreach programs that work in tandem to provide equipment and training to our customers. For example, the Technology Assistance Program (TAP) makes assistive communication technology available to qualified Virginia residents who are deaf, late-deafened, hard of hearing, deafblind or have difficulty speaking, including veterans.

Such equipment includes an array of specialized telephones that offer enhanced amplification, texting (TTY), captioning, voice carry-over (VCO) and hearing carry-over (HCO) technology. Audio/visual signalers, tactile/visual alarm clock systems and personal amplification devices are also included. New equipment can be provided to eligible Virginians at no cost once every four years, and devices carry a one-year manufacturer’s warranty. In order to determine eligibility, interested parties are required to complete a written application and submit proof of hearing or speech loss, annual household income and Virginia residency.

You are welcome to test the products in our inventory by visiting your local VDDHH outreach specialist. All available equipment is on display. We encourage you to make an appointment in order to determine which device will best suit your needs.
